Deck design depends on how you want to use the deck, the shape of the house, and 
the size and terrain in your yard, among other things. The deck designs that begin on 
page 214 include an overall drawing, such as the one show above, a framing detail, 
materials list, and construction details, such as the bench shown at left. The designs 
are from six deck designers who each represent a different area of the country.

Vanity Lighting
A common bathroom-wiring scheme for above a vanity calls for a light fixture over the sink, a re-ceptacle on both sides, and a switch closer to the door to provide easy access when entering the room. Once you rough in the wiring, install and finish the drywall. Then wire the first receptacle, followed by the light fixture, the second recep-tacle, and the switch that operates the light. 

Here’s another wiring method common for vani-
ties. In this configuration a GFCI-protected outlet is 
always hot and shares a box with a switch that con-
trols the light on the vanity. The black wire from the 
power source is attached to the brass screw of the out-
let. A jumper wire connects the outlet and the switch.

Growing 48" (1�2m) high, comfrey is a bushy herbaceous perennial famed for its ability to 
grow in low temperatures and its prodigious yield of leaves, which are used to feed cattle� Its 
cream-white, mauve, yellow-white, or pink bell-shaped flowers are borne in clusters during 
late spring and early summer� Native to much of Europe and Asia, it has been taken to other 
countries, including North America, as animal fodder and has escaped into the wild and 
become naturalized�

In addition to its fodder qualities, comfrey is widely recommended in country cures, 
including reducing pain, healing broken bones, as a poultice, and to relieve coughs�

You’ll find it: Especially in damp areas alongside wet ditches, streams, and rivers; 
also, at the edges of fields where it was once cultivated�

Leaves: Masses of broad, spear-shaped, hairy-surfaced, mid-green 
leaves up to 10" (25cm) long�

Harvesting the leaves: Cut young leaves from plants and wash before use�

Using the leaves: When dipped in batter and fried, comfrey is claimed to be one 
of the tastiest delights for foragers� The stems and leaves can be boiled in the same 

way as cabbage� The older leaves have as much flavor as younger ones in cooked 
dishes, but the young leaves are picked in spring to add to salads�

An upright herbaceous perennial that grows to about 42" (1m) with stems of densely 
clustered tiny flowers from early summer to mid-autumn that turn a rich brown after they 
start to produce seeds� The shiny brown seeds have a covering that allows them to float on 
water as well as to be caught in wool and animal fur, enabling plants to spread easily and 
rapidly� Indeed, in some areas, this plant is treated as a pest as it invades cultivated crops�

It is widely seen in Europe and Africa, as well as spreading to other regions, including 
North America, where it is naturalized in some areas�

You’ll find it: In a wide range of habitats, including shingle beaches, sand dunes, on 
wasteland, cultivated soil, and in grassy areas� 

Leaves: Dark green, lance-shaped, and wavy edged� Unlike some docks, the lower 
leaves are not distinctively heart-shaped at their bases�

Harvesting the leaves: Preferably cut at the base when the leaves are young, 
and use immediately before they wilt and become limp� 

Using the leaves: Add fresh young leaves to salads—wash and dry first to 
ensure they are not contaminated by animals� Old leaves are usually too 

bitter to be eaten fresh but can be boiled in several changes of water to 
make them palatable; use these as a green vegetable�

Young leaves are often cooked like spinach to accompany ham or bacon; 
either blanch the leaves quickly in a little water or sauté with a tablespoon 

of butter, add a tiny amount of vinegar, and season with salt and pepper�

Several related species are ideal for foraging, including Sorrel (see page 
XX)� Other docks include Rumex obtusifolius, the Broad-Leaved Dock, 
with leaves that can be eaten when young but are usually more bitter 
than Curled Dock� It is also known as Butter Dock because its long, 
broad leaves were used to wrap around butter to keep it cool and fresh�

Monk’s Rhubarb (Rumex alpinus, earlier known as Rumex 
pseudoalpinus) is native to central and southern Europe and parts of 
Asia� In the Middle Ages, it was used as a pot herb, when young leaves 
were eaten fresh� It is now naturalized in many countries, including 
North America�

BEEF CATTLE

Attention to the basics of raising beef cattle will reap rewards in 
the form of a freezer full of homegrown beef as well as extra cash 
from meat and calf sales. Where cattle are common, so are the 
auction barns, truckers, and processing plants that make it fairly 
simple to buy, sell, and process cattle. Americans love beef, so 
there is a ready market for beef cattle.

There’s another benefit to owning beef cattle: they can 
improve your land. This may come as a surprise, given 
the reputation cattle have acquired in certain quarters for 
overgrazing and destroying sensitive lands. But beef cattle 
are a tool, not a cause. The result depends on how the tool 
is wielded—just as a hammer can be used to fix a building 
or destroy it. Research and on-the-ground experience have 
demonstrated that, when properly managed, beef cattle can 
be a highly effective tool for restoring health to damaged 
grasslands and watersheds. On a hobby farm, well-managed 
cattle can continually increase the richness of your soils, the 
biodiversity and lushness of your pastures, and the water 
quality of your ponds and streams.

Beef cattle will also enhance the view from your kitchen 
window. Every time I look out the window to see our cattle 
grazing the green slopes of our farm, hear bobolinks singing in 
our pasture, or prepare homegrown steaks for dinner, I’m glad 
we have beef!

For hundreds of years, people have bred cattle to develop 
characteristics that were best adapted to a particular climate 
and purpose. Eventually, this resulted in distinctive breeds of 
cattle, each with a distinctive palette of physical traits. Today, a 
cattle buyer can choose from a wonderful array of color, build, 
size, growth rate, and potential meat and milk production 
to fit cattle to the farm, the climate, and the purposes of 
the owner.

Although not all cattle are created physically equal, they do 
share general behavior characteristics. Cattle sense the world 
differently than we do. They eat different foods and digest 
them differently. Understanding how cattle operate is key to 
knowing what to expect from them, what they will like and 
won’t like, and how to get them to do what you want them to 
do. Understanding and working with cattle’s natural behaviors 
will result in calmer, healthier animals.

BEEF BREEDS
Until the middle of the eighteenth century, cattle were tough, 
multipurpose animals that were not selectively bred for any 
specialized purpose. Differences in size, color, and build were 
simply results of groups’ being isolated from one another 
in remote settlements. Then, in 1760, Robert Bakewell, an 
Englishman, began the first known systematic breeding 
program to improve the uniformity and appearance of his 
cattle. The results were published in 1822 in George Coates’s 
Herd Book of the Shorthorn Breed, the first formal recognition 
of a cattle breed. Other breed herd books soon followed, 
and, as the concept of breeding for a specific purpose spread, 
cattle were divided into two main categories: those bred 
primarily for milk production and those bred primarily for 
beef production. Even the original dual-purpose Shorthorn 
breed has been split into Shorthorns for beef and Shorthorns 
for milking.

More than five hundred breeds of cattle exist in the world 
today, although only a few are common in the United States. 
Milking Shorthorn; the ubiquitous black-and-white Holstein; 
and the rarer Guernsey, Brown Swiss, Ayrshire, and Jersey 
make up the six primary dairy breeds in the United States. 

WHY BEEF CATTLE?
Beef cattle are as much at home on the hobby farm as they are on 

the range. Adaptable to almost any climate and easy to manage and 

market, they are well suited to any farmer with the pasture room and 

a hankering for a cowboy hat. Although beef cattle require a higher 

initial investment than any other traditional farm animal except dairy 

cows, they require the least amount of daily maintenance.

Auction-barn purchases are best left to experienced cattle people.
the listing for the auction barn closest to my farm, and then 
I’d start with the midrange, 400–600-pound, category. If 
steer feeder calves were listed at $1.00, then the price for 
a 500-pound feeder steer would be $500. Keeping track of 
prices gives you a good idea of what you should be paying 
when you buy, but keep in mind that it may be worthwhile 
to pay a little extra for cattle you know are healthy, have been 
vaccinated, and come from good parents.

Where to Buy Cattle
Finding cattle for sale is a matter of checking ads in local 
newspapers or regional farm papers; looking at bulletin boards 
at the feed store, the farm supply store, and rural gas stations; 
and just asking around. If there’s a beef producers’ association 
in your area, join it. If you don’t know whether there is 
one near you, give your extension agent a call and ask. 
An association is a great place to network and get some 
background information on area beef cattle operations and 
auction barns. County and state fairs are other good places to 
find beef producers with cattle for sale. Go to the cattle shows, 
walk through the barns, and visit with the exhibitors. Two 
additional sources for leads on cattle for sale are your local 
artificial-insemination service and veterinarian.

Auction barns move a lot of cattle, but they’re no place for 
beginners to buy. If you go, take a friend who is a good judge 
of cattle and can help you avoid the ones that are sick, are 
wild, or have bad hooves and legs. You may want to make a 
few dry runs to the barn, going early to visit the pens and then 
watching the auction without buying, to give you a feel for 
how the bidding process works and how cattle are moved in 
and out of trailers, pens, and the auction ring.

A better idea is to buy cattle directly from a seed stock 
producer or a commercial producer. Seed stock producers raise 
purebred cattle for sale as breeding stock and are good sources 

of quality animals. Commercial producers generally have 
mixed herds of several breeds or crossbred cattle being raised 
for beef production instead of breeding stock. These won’t be 
registered purebreds, but often they’re of good quality and 
reasonably priced; sometimes they aren’t. Most commercial 
cow-calf operators sell their calves after weaning in the fall, and 
this can be an excellent opportunity to purchase.

Dairy bull calves are common at auction barns, but it’s 
better to buy directly from the farmer and save the calf the 
stress of being hauled twice to strange places and exposing 
him to who-knows-what at the auction barn. When you 
buy directly from the farmer, you can make sure the calf is at 
least three days old and has received colostrum, his mother’s 
immunity-boosting first milk. This is critical to a calf ’s health.

BRINGING CATTLE HOME
Once you’ve bought your cattle, you have to get them home. 
If you’re buying from a breeder, he or she may be willing to 
deliver the cattle for an extra fee. Otherwise, you’ll either 
have to hire a cattle hauler or do it yourself. There are usually 
haulers for hire in any area where there’s cattle, and you 
can track one down by asking neighbors or calling a local 
auction barn. If your only option, or the option you prefer, is 
to transport your new livestock yourself, you’ll have to buy, 
borrow, or rent a trailer (unless you’re buying small calves that 
you can fit into a pickup or small truck).

When the cattle arrive at your farm, ideally you’ll turn 
them into a solidly fenced small pen or barnyard, with water 
available and some nice hay scattered around. Don’t rush 
them out of the trailer; give them time to look around and 
step down carefully. Of course, they may decide to all come 
out in a rush, but let that be their decision. Once they’ve had 
a few hours to get a drink, find the salt, and get a bellyful of 

An occasional cough in adult cattle usually isn’t anything 
to worry about (cows do get colds and runny noses), but 
constant coughing signals problems. I’d hesitate before 
bringing any coughing animal home to my herd. In young 
calves, constant coughing or labored breathing may indicate 
pneumonia, a dangerous condition.

Check the hind ends of calves to make sure they aren’t 
matted with manure. Manure that is more water than feces is 
typical of scours, another common and dangerous affliction 
of young calves.

Polled cattle are naturally hornless, but if you’re buying 
a horned breed that has been dehorned, make sure that the 
spot is well healed and not sprouting any more horn.

How Cattle Are Priced and Sold
The pricing and availability of cattle generally follow a yearly 
cycle, which varies by the age and sex of the animals. Calves 
and steers are usually sold by weight, whereas heifers and 
cows for breeding are sold either by weight or by what the 
market will bear.

Bulls are normally priced according to their quality or 
what the owner thinks he or she can get. Bulls are most 
expensive in the spring and early summer, when they’re in 
high demand for the breeding season, and cheaper in the fall.

Feeder calves—those that have been weaned and are ready 
to go on pasture or on a finishing ration—are usually least 
expensive in late fall, when the market is flooded with calves 
born the previous spring that are being sold before winter. 
Stockers or backgrounders (feeder calves headed for a few 
months on pasture before going on a finishing ration) are 
expensive in the spring, when landowners are buying cattle 
to keep their pastures grazed during the growing season.

Open, or unbred, heifers will be most expensive in spring, 
just before breeding season; the price tapers off through fall, 
when they’re cheap because it’s not economical to winter 
an open heifer. In addition, a heifer that didn’t “settle,” or 
get bred, during the summer may be infertile and good only 
for being finished and slaughtered. Bred cows will be most 
expensive in the spring, just before calving, and cheaper in 
the fall, when you will have to feed them through the winter. 
Before buying a bred cow, always have a veterinarian check 
to see whether she is really pregnant.

Cattle prices are listed, usually weekly, in local and state 
farm papers. If you have a farm radio station in your area, you 
can typically find prices being announced daily or weekly, 
and some state extension services list current cattle prices 
on their websites. Cattle prices are listed either as dollar and 
cents per pound or as dollars and cents per hundredweight. 
If, for example, I were looking for feeder calves, I would 
look down the column until I came to that category under

them home, we put a tarp down with some straw 
on top in the back of the van, and I had the kids sit 
with the calves and keep them lying down.

The Nubian goat is also called the Anglo Nubian, but in the United States 
is just known as the Nubian. The breed was developed in the UK in the 
nineteenth century from breeds originating in the Middle East and North 
Africa and the Old English Milch goat. Small improvements have been 
carried out over the years, and the Anglo-Nubian was officially recognized 
as a breed in 1896. It has a short, fine, glossy coat that can be of any color 
or pattern, large pendulous ears, and a Roman nose.

The Nubian is also known for producing high-quality, high-butterfat 
milk, the “Jersey” of the dairy goat world. Being an extremely calm and 
affectionate breed, a pat on the head or stroking the neck will make 
you a new friend—they thrive in human companionship. They will 
bleat to call you, especially when they want food. They require plenty of 
roughage, branches, weeds, the occasional rose clippings, and shrubs. If 
you are considering keeping a Nubian, remember that “Houdini” is their 
middle name!

The Oberhasli goat is a dairy breed originating in the mountainous 
canton of Bern in Switzerland. Oberhasli goats were first imported into 
North America in the early 1900s, though it was not until 1936 that 
purebred herds were established and maintained. The Oberhasli is alert in 
appearance with a friendly, quiet, and gentle disposition. While the does 
are a dependable source of milk, bucks and wethers are also useful as pack 
animals because of their strength and calm demeanor.

Oberhasli goats are brown, with hues between light tan and deep 
reddish brown. Two black stripes from the eyes to the black muzzle give 
a distinctive facial appearance. The Oberhasli has a black belly and a 
light gray to black udder. The legs are black below the knees, prompting 
the Swiss to refer to them as “booted goats.” The breed is well known 
internationally and is relatively numerous in Switzerland.

When the Duke of Anjou, later to become Henry II, married Eleanor of 
Aquitaine in the twelfth century, part of her dowry was land in southwest 
France. Thereafter, British ships would call at La Rochelle, near Maran; 
they would exchange the survivors of onboard cockfights for fresh poultry, eggs, and fresh food. These survivors would breed with the local 
marsh hens, and it is thought that this is how the Maran began life. The 
breed as we know it today arrived in the British Isles in 1929 courtesy 
of Lord Greenway who brought eggs back from the Paris Exhibition and 
started to breed them selectively to standardize the color. Today there are 
five standard colors in the British Isles and twelve in France. The Copper 
Headed Maran, an attractive and popular member of the Maran family, 
was first shown in the 1930s.

The Maran is known for quality meat but most of all for laying up to 
200 beautiful chocolate-brown eggs each year.Originally from France, the Maran is now found in the British Isles, 
Europe, the United States, and Canada.

LEMON BALM
Life Cycle: Perennial, Zones 4 to 9. 
Size: 1 to 2 feet tall. 
Exposure: Full sun in the North; filtered shade in the South.Soil: Moist, well-drained, with average fertility.
Propagation: Start seeds early indoors, approximately eight weeks before the last 
expected frost. Transplant outside after all danger of frost has passed. Or you can plant 
seeds where they are to grow, about two weeks before the frost-free date. Stem cut-
tings can be taken from established plants at any time during the growing season.Spacing: Allow approximately 2 feet between plants.Harvesting Guidelines: Cut off stem tips as needed. When cutting lemon balm 

for drying, cut stems about 4 inches above the soil surface.Preserving Techniques: Strip leaves from the stems, and dry them on the fruit 
leather insert of a food dehydrator. Freeze whole leaves in ice cubes to use in iced teas 
and other cold beverages. 

LEMONGRASS
Life Cycle: Perennial, Zones 9 to 10; grown in containers elsewhere.Size: 3 to 5 feet tall; 1 to 3 feet wide. 
Exposure: Full sun.
Soil: Moist, rich soil with a pH of 6.5. In containers, fertilize once a month during the 
season.

Propagation: Start seeds in early spring, and transplant them to your garden or 
a larger container after all danger of frost has passed. Clumps enlarge naturally and 
quickly, so divide plants every year or so. When dividing the plants, cut back the leaves 
to between 3 and 4 inches above the soil surface. If you live in the North, you can grow 
lemongrass in the ground during the summer. Remember to dig it out and pot it so that 
you can bring it back inside several weeks before your first expected frost and before 
you turn on the heat. This will give the plant ample time to adjust to the warmer, drier 
conditions in the house.
Spacing: Allow 2 to 4 feet between plants in Zones 9 to 10. Elsewhere, grow plants 
in 5-gallon nursery pots through the winter.
Harvesting Guidelines: Once the diameter of the base is about 2 inches wide, 
pull off older outside bulbous stems from the base. In this way you’ll be taking the 
leaves, too. You can also cut the leaves from the plant for use in a tea without having to 
take the bulb. 

Preserving Techniques: Use fresh because the plant does not retain full flavor 
when dried.

Lemon balm leaves can be minced and used fresh or cooked in a variety of dishes. It is also is one of the best tea herbs. Lemon balm won’t invade the garden as the other mints do.

Leaves and bulbous stems are commonly part of the Asian diet and are used in a huge number of Thai and Vietnamese dishes. Dried leaves make an excellent addition to an herbal tea mixture. Ornamental-dried leaves add a pleasant lemony fragrance to potpourri.

When evaluating and 
choosing the construction site for our bee house, we 
considered most of the same attributes that one would 
normally consider when siting a regular beehive in North 
America: we chose an area with excellent southeastern 
exposure (so that the rising sun quickly warms the hives 
and helps the bees get an early start), good soil drainage, 
and some protection against the prevailing western 
winds. Our bee house sits next to some small trees that 
provide wind protection as well as shade on hot, sunny 
summer afternoons. Additionally, the bee house is in a 
field that naturally grows early spring dandelions, and 
is not far from some flowering fruit trees, for an easy 
nectar source.

Once we chose the exact location, we began the site 
ground preparation. The spot we chose was naturally 
level, but still required some ground work to lower 
certain high points and raise low spots. Then we hauled 
in materials to begin construction.

2  Prepare the foundation. We chose 12 × 16 ft. (365 × 
487 cm) as the dimensions of our bee house’s footprint. 
While these dimensions make for a substantial building 
and present a fairly large construction undertaking for 
a DIYer, this size nevertheless doesn’t require a formal 
foundation to carry the load, which saves time and cost. 
Setting cinder blocks directly on the prepared ground 
was enough here, but time and care had to be taken to 
ensure the blocks were all the same height—a transit 
is invaluable for making the 
precise adjustments needed. 
Short pieces of treated lumber 
of varying thicknesses can also 
be used as shims to achieve the 
correct spacing. Then we tied 
together the overall shape of 
the foundation and made sure 
everything was perfectly square.

Step-by-step

3  Construct the subfloor. We used treated 4x4s—
thirteen of them—on 16 in. (40 cm) centers as the 
floor joists for our bee house, sitting on top of the larger 
timbers of the foundation. This provided us with a very 
strong floor to support the weight above. We then used 
1×6s to create a subfloor decking.

4  Frame the walls. Framing out the four walls—each one 
built separately as a complete piece—is no problem for 
an experienced carpenter. This process, even though 
it looks complex, isn’t terribly difficult. However, the 
framed walls can be quite heavy and it required several 
people to get the walls to the site and raise them 
vertically (we built the frame of each wall back at the 
shop). To help keep costs down on this project, we were 
able to reuse a large amount of unused lumber from 
other projects.

Step 3: Fasten hardware 
cloth
Attach the 24 x 24-inch (61 x 61-cm) 
sections of hardware cloth to each of the 
eight wooden panel frames. We used a 
manual staple gun, but you could also use 
roofing nails to pin down the hardware cloth. 
It’s important to keep the edges straight and 
properly aligned with the wooden frame. 
It’s also critical that you exercise extreme 
care when handling the wire (safety glasses 
and gloves are a must!).

Step 4: Attach hinges
We can begin to fasten the finished panels 
together to create the pen. This can be a 
tricky step because you must assemble the 
hinges and frames the right way to allow

the pen to expand and collapse properly. 
Use two 2-inch (5-cm) hinges on each joint, 
and screw them in with the electric drill 
or screwdriver (it can help to predrill the 
screw holes). Here’s an easy way to make 
sure that the panels will assemble in the 
correct manner:

• Create four pairs of panels, each with 
the hardware cloth facing out.

• Place all four pairs (a total of eight 
panels) side by side.

• Attach hinges to each of the four pairs 
(shown in the photo).

• Go around to the other side

• Attach hinges to the six inner panels, 
leaving off the two panels on each end 
(shown in the photo).

Step 5: Add latches
Use two hook-and-eye latches at the top 
and bottom to secure the opening, and 
you’re ready to use your pen.
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Step-by-step
With these steps, you should be able to easily—and quickly—protect your young fruit trees from troublesome deer and smaller chewing critters like mice and voles. You’ll thank yourself next year!

Step 4: Add bolts
With the holes prepared in the plywood and plastic, put the hardware cloth back in place under the plywood. Use the ten 1-inch (2½-cm) bolts and nuts to secure the hardware cloth in place. Use pliers and a screwdriver to tighten the bolts.

Step 5: Add accessoriesAdd a few inches of bedding to the brooder, along with a feeder and waterer for the chicks and a basic thermometer, which will allow you to monitor the temperature in the coop. 

Step 6: Mount lamp and test temperature
Test out the brooder before using. Mount the heat lamp nearby, pointed at the hole in the lid of the brooder, and observe the thermometer until you reach the desired temperature (initially 95°F [35°C]). You will likely need to adjust the heat lamp’s wattage/distance and experiment until you find the right combination to give you the proper temperature.

Step 1: Measure and cut lidBegin by making modifications to the lid of the brooder. For the dimensions of our storage 
tote, a hole of 9½ x 14 inches (24 x 36 cm) was just about right. Leave a couple of spare 
inches free on each side of the hole to avoid interfering with the locking mechanism 
and structural components of the lid. Use a ruler (or framing square) and pencil to mark 
straight lines for your cuts and then carefully use a utility knife to remove the plastic. Step 2: Measure and cut hardware clothUse wire snippers to cut out a 10½ x 15-inch (27 x 38-cm) section of ½-inch (13-mm) 

hardware cloth. This spacing will allow plenty of airflow but still keeps the chicks protected. 
Wear gloves and eye protection when handling the hardware cloth. Once you’ve cut the 
hardware cloth, set it aside momentarily.

Step 3: Drill holes
Next, use the strips of ½-inch (13-mm) plywood to create a frame around the hole in the 
plastic lid as shown in the photos. Once the frame is in position, use the electric drill to 
drill several holes in the plywood strips and all the way through the plastic underneath. 
Use a drill bit with a diameter that is just slightly larger than the diameter of the bolts 
(for us, this was a 9⁄16-inch (14-mm) bit).

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How to Propagate 
Cissus discolor

What I love about Cissus discolor is that it 
wants to grow and vine, so in no time you 
will have new vines sprouting, which mean 
more lush leaves. As one of the easiest to 
propagate, you can make these vines into 
new plants, which is always so rewarding. 

Propagate this plant from either stem 
cuttings in water or leaf cuttings in 
sphagnum moss. 

WATER PROPAGATION

Place the stem cutting in a glass 
of rainwater, making sure that 
the node is submerged, and 
keep in a warm place that gets 
a lot of bright indirect light. 
Change the water once a week.

In approximately 3–5 weeks the 
roots should be long enough to 
transfer into your soil mixture.

Cut a vine which has four 
leaves on it. Cut off the lowest 
leaf to expose the node (the 
point where leaves emerge 
from the stem).
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MOSS PROPAGATION

Once they are all in the 
sphagnum moss, mist slightly to 
create a humid environment.

Push down the cutting into the 
sphagnum moss; repeat this 
with all of your leaf cuttings, 
ensuring the stem is snug.

Dip your leaf stem cutting in 
rooting hormone powder (see 
page 21).

Cut the vine in between each 
leaf to create a leaf stem 
cutting.

Take a long vine cutting with 
approximately 8–10 leaves.

Prepare a large shallow 
container with damp 
sphagnum moss.

After roots are established, it’s 
time to move your leaf cuttings 
into your potting mixture. Lightly 
moisten the soil and place the 
pot in bright indirect light.

Place your container in a warm 
area with bright indirect light. 
You will not need to water 
your cuttings again throughout 
this period as sphagnum moss 
retains water. Within 5 weeks 
you will have roots growing 
from your cuttings and maybe a 
new vine forming.

Place a lid or cling fi lm over 
the propagation tray (if using 
cling fi lm pierce a few holes for 
ventilation). This will keep the 
air inside the container nice and 
humid so the cuttings can root.
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Another favourite, the yucca is defi nitely the 
go-to plant for new plant parents. It’s very 
easy to fi nd and has become a popular 
house plant. Growing yucca in pots indoors 
is a fabulous way to bring the outdoors 
inside in a large way, adding a focal point 
to the room.

Native to the Caribbean, the high 
deserts of south-western United States and 
Mexico, yucca plants are striking and low 
maintenance. They are slow so will not 
outgrow their pot quickly and will not need 
repotting for many years. Also, an added 
bonus is that they are drought tolerant, so if 
you forget to water or go away for a short 
break they will be fi ne. They are relatively 
inexpensive and often come in a large pot, 
perfect for displaying as a fl oor plant. 

YUCCA

POSITION 
Your yucca will thrive in full sunlight. Placing 
it in the brightest location indoors is the best 
position. Near a south-, east- or west-facing 
window would be perfect.

WATERING
Yucca plants are prone to overwatering. 
Be mindful when watering as they do not 
like to sit in water. Always use a pot with 
good drainage holes. Water regularly in 
the summer months, allowing the soil to dry 
out between watering. Water once every 
few weeks in the winter months. It’s better to 
underwater rather than overwater.

SOIL MIX
Native to hot climates, yuccas grow in sandy 
soil, so the main requirement is a well-
draining mix. When repotting, use a regular 
potting compost and mix with coarse sand 
and perlite to help with drainage. Yucca 
plants do not require a highly fertile soil.

FEEDING
Feed once a month during the growing 
season. Use a liquid fertilizer and dilute 
to half the strength recommended on the 
product label. An overfed yucca can result in 
leaf burn; using half-strength fertilizer helps 
prevent salt and mineral build-up in the soil. 

HUMIDITY
Yuccas are adaptable to the ever-changing 
indoor environment. However, misting during 
the winter months when the central heating 
is likely to be on (causing dry air) will help 
prevent browning leaf edges.

PESTS
Common pests are aphids, mealybugs and 
scale. To get rid of them, simply shower the 
whole plant with a strong stream of water 
(perhaps easier outside or in the bath); 
once dry, spray it with an organic neem oil 
solution. Pay attention to the undersides of 
the leaves too!

QUICK CARE TIPS

• Lower leaves will always droop 
and die back fi rst. Trim any 
yellow, crispy dead leaves back 
to near the trunk.

• Do not overwater or allow the 
yucca to sit in water.

• Place in the brightest lit area in 
the home.

• Use a sturdy ceramic or terracotta 
pot. The canes do get heavy so 
this will give it a solid base to 
ensure it doesn’t topple over.

• Mildly toxic to cats and dogs.

An orchard is a type of farm where fruits and nuts are grown on trees 
and shrubs. Examples of orchard fruits are apples, pears, oranges, 
bananas, and cherries. Examples of orchard nuts are pecans, walnuts, 
and almonds.

There are an estimated 2.2 million 
fruit tree orchards in the world, with 
a collective 37 billion fruit trees.

In the Orchard
Where Pollination Happens

Without bees, most apple trees would not produce any apples at all. 
The pollen from a tree’s flowers will not pollinate other flowers on the 
same tree. Trees need bees to help carry pollen from another tree to 
produce their fruit.

Orchard growers are always watching the number of bees and other 
pollinators working in their orchards. They will go to great lengths to 
keep their bees safe and happy and will also work with professional 
bee handlers to bring in extra bees during the early parts of the year 
when pollination is very important to producing high-quality fruit 
later in the summer and early fall months.

Did You ?KNOW
Grapevines can self-pollinate and don’t 
need the help of pollinators to produce 
grapes. But most grape vineyards are 
surrounded by cover crops, many of which 
require the help of pollinators to grow. 
Cover crops such as mustard plants and 
grain plants (like barley) are planted to help 
keep soil from washing away when it rains, 
and they help keep the soil full of nutrients.

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How long do hummingbirds live?

The name “hummingbird” comes from the 
humming noise they make as they beat their wings.

Many hummingbirds can live up to 5 or even 
10 years. A hummingbird’s life span is greatly 
determined by the ability to find flowers producing 
nectar.

Hummingbirds are the most active and important 
pollinators in the bird world. They are only found 
in the western hemisphere, which consists of 
North and South America and the very western 
parts of Europe and Africa. Hummingbirds are 
extremely fast flyers, and they can fly backward 
and sideways, which allows them to move in and 
out of flower blossoms quickly.

How fast is a
hummingbird?

Hummingbirds can fly up to 23 
miles (37km) a day and up to 30 
mph (48.3kph). They can flap 
their wings from 10 to 80 times 
per second while hovering.

The wooden box made to house a colony of 
bees is called an apiary. Honeybees work in 
the field, bring back pollen to the apiary, and 
turn it into honey. A bee yard is the place 
where all the apiaries (which are full of bees) 
and bee-keeping equipment are kept. These 
are located near the orchard fields. The 
average size of a beehive can range from 
20,000–60,000 bees.

How much pollen do bees 
spread?

A single colony of bees can successfully 
pollinate 1–2 acres of land filled with fruit 
trees and vegetable plants.

Bats are very important to the 
pollination process for wild bananas, 
which are not the same as bananas 
you see at your local grocery store. 
Wild bananas are typically smaller and 
have larger seeds but can be eaten. 
Bats and birds help pollinate wild 
bananas when gathering nectar from 
the banana blossom and carrying and 
dropping seeds when they leave the 
banana plant.

LIVING SUCCULENT WREATH

Beginner- Intermediate

Wreaths are the perfect statement piece to decorate and liven up your front door or wall for any season. 
Although wreaths can look complicated, they are actually quite simple to create. Making your own wreath 
gives you the flexibility to use the color palate you want and let your inner creativity shine through. 

Wreaths can be customized for different holidays by choosing succulents and embellishments that 
compliment the season. For example, decorate your wreath with a large gold or red ribbon for the holidays 
or with leaves and berries for the fall. Use red and pink varieties of plants or a heart-shaped wreath base 
for Valentine’s day and pastel colors for spring. Wreaths can also be used as a unique and interesting table 
decoration when laid flat and placed around candles or other centerpiece décor. These also make an 
excellent gift that will delight for months to come.

SUCCULENTS USED
• Ten 4 inch succulents
• Eleven 2 inch succulents 
• Sixteen cuttings of smaller “filler” succulents 

with ½ inch stems

Note: For this project we used both cuttings and rooted 
succulents. The wreath shown showcases several varieties 
of colorful Echeveria & Graptopetalum, 1 large Kiwi Aeonium 
and a cluster of Sempervivum ‘hens and chicks’ in 2-4 inch 
sizes. Filler succulents to accent the larger plants included 
Crassula ovata (‘baby jade’), Crassula rupestris, Sedum 
confusum and Sedum reflexum.

MATERIALS NEEDED
• Large bag of Sphagnum moss  

(a 1 lb. bag would be more then enough!)
• Large bowl or bucket of water
• 13-inch wire wreath frame
• Scissors
• Natural twine- available to purchase in 

120 ft. spools
• Floral pins (often called “greening pins”) 

pack of 50
• Chopstick, screwdriver or pencil to create holes 

in the moss for the succulents
• Rooting powder (optional)
• Hot glue gun or tacky glue (optional)
• Decorative holiday ribbon, wreath hanger 

(optional)

Note: To make this project easier you can also purchase a 
pre-formed sphagnum wreath form, instead of crafting your 
own. Simply soak the moss form in water for 10 minutes 
before beginning and skip to step 8.

8 SUCCULENTS FOR YOUR HOME AND GARDEN Living Succulent wreath 9

1. Gather your succulents and cuttings as outlined in the materials used. You’ll want a few larger plants, 
around 4 inches in diameter, to act as visual focal points. As noted in the introduction, let your cuttings 
harden for a day or so before using. Remove soil from rooted plants by gently massaging away the dirt.

4. Squeeze out excess water from the moss and place it around your wreath base. Use both of your hands 
to firmly squeeze the moss onto the wreath, around its shape.

2. Fill a large bowl with water and soak several 
handfuls of sphagnum moss for about 10 minutes. 
The moss will expand to 5 times its size when 
soaked in water. You can always add more moss to 
the water if you need it.

5. Once you’ve molded your 
wreath use twine to secure the 
moss by wrapping it around the 
entire wreath leaving about 2 
fingers’ worth of space between 
each interval. Use your scissors 
to cut about 120 inches of twine. 
Start by tying the twine firmly off 
on one end and then proceeding 
to wrap it around your wreath 
base. Keep in mind that moss is 
messy and will fall off as you do 
this. If you lose too much moss 
in the process of securing it, 
simply add more and keep going.

3. Lay your wreath base flat with the curved side 
facing up.

Scale and Structure in Your Landscape

Scale refers to a plant’s size and mass relative to the 

objects around it. The right scale determines a plant’s 

appeal. For example, a massive tree is breathtaking 

set off by a large expanse of lawn that might dwarf 

and diminish the charm of smaller trees. A young blue 

spruce may look perfectly suited to a small yard, but 

as it soars toward maturity, it will be increasingly out of 

scale, making the yard look smaller. This isn’t to say 

that a big plant never looks good in a small space. 

Structure—the growth habit of a plant—is as im-

portant as size. Where a large, dense, imposing 

evergreen would overwhelm a small space,  

a single open, airy one, such as a tall, leggy 

rhododendron, might be the only woody plant a 

small patio garden needs. However, to enjoy the  

interest created by several diverse plants in a small 

space, you could choose a group of small or dwarf 

species. The dwarf cultivars (cultivated varieties) of 

boxwood, holly, juniper, and pine add texture without 

the bulk of standard sizes.

There are tricks of scale you can use to create the 

illusion of space. As shown in the accompanying illus-

trations, you can make a shallow garden seem deeper 

if you place plants with larger leaves up close and plants 

with smaller leaves farther away, and drastically reduce 

the size of the plants toward the back. Or you might sug-

gest greater depth by pruning a hedge so that it narrows 

as it recedes. So, too, you could narrow the path be-

tween a pair of hedges as they recede.

Which garden is larger? At first glance you might think that  
Garden B is larger than Garden A . But as the side views on the  
bottom pair of illustrations show, the two gardens are of equal size . 
In Garden B, the designer employed visual tricks . For example, 
the width of the path is reduced as it approaches the conifers, and 
the hedge is made narrower . In addition, the hedge in Garden B is 

pruned to gradually reduce its height as it recedes . The conifer in 
the foreground is larger than those at the back, and the birdbath is 
smaller than the one in Garden A . All of these features combine in 
Garden B to suggest a larger space .

Leaf sizes and textures can be used to help small spaces look 
much larger–and long, narrow expanses seem wider . If you place 
larger-leaved plants in the foreground and gradually diminish leaf 
size in the distance, you will create the illusion of greater depth . 
Conversely, the same plantings viewed from the opposite direction 
make distant plants appear closer .

Considering Your Lifestyle 

Considering Your Lifestyle
When professional landscape designers begin a project, 
they ask about your lifestyle and goals. What do you want 
to do in your garden? Do you spend a lot of time outside 
the house enjoying your property, or is your yard more of a 
backdrop for your house? Do you want your pond to beau-
tify the view from inside the house or to dress up your en-
tryway for the pleasure of your guests? 

If your time outside is limited to sitting on the patio 
reading the newspaper or discussing the day’s events with 
your spouse, a small container garden or independent 
fountain may be all you need or want to deal with.

Entertainment. If a patio or deck is the focus of your out-
door life and entertainment is your game, water gardens offer 
great potential as both mood setters and conversation pieces. 
A small water feature softly bubbling in a corner may be  

relaxing and stimulate quiet conversation, while a big splashy 
one may heighten excitement and joviality. Place a raised 
pond along one side of a deck or even in the middle of it, and 
give the pond a wide edge so that you and your friends can 
sit and watch the fish or admire the plants unique to a water 
garden. If you have a patio that looks out over a long, narrow  
garden, you can make the space look even deeper if you in-
stall a long formal pool or place a pond at the far end to create 
a focal point. Keep the lines of a more remote water feature 
clean and bold so that the design can speak from a distance. 

If you have young children, you may want a pond where 
they can explore nature for hours. Even shallow ponds pose 
a safety hazard for toddlers, however. Safer alternatives  
include a small fountain burbling in a shallow circle of  
pebbles or a waterfall that empties into a shallow stream.

Landscaping. If you enjoy puttering in your garden, 
you can allow a water feature to be as demanding as you 
like. As with any other part of your landscape, a pond offers 
endless possibilities for adding plants or rearranging those 
you already have, plus the added enticement of fish and 
other pond animals. Or you may make your pond second-
ary to all of your existing plants. For example, one gardener 
used a backhoe to dig a half-acre pond as the centerpiece of a  
collection of unusual trees and shrubs; the beautiful colors 
and shapes of which are now reflected in the view from his 
sunroom window.

Plan from
the Start 

The hardy water lily’s beauty, above, and the colors and fragrance of 
some varities, can be the inspiration for creating a lush water garden. They 
bloom by day and by night, so you can enjoy their pleasure for hours. 

Alongside a pond is a peaceful place to relax. You can see the reflection 
of the sky in this lily pond, opposite. 

What inspired you to create a wa-
ter garden? In this chapter, you’ll 

find other questions to ask yourself along with some 
possible answers. Your own answers will help you to 
plan your project. Planning will help prevent first-time  
mistakes and ensure that your water feature will bring 
you pleasure, not problems. Good soil is essential for 
your plants to grow properly. For a garden to flourish 
with healthy plants that are strong enough to resist 
pests and diseases, you must first invest in improving 
the soil. Unless your property drains sufficiently so that 
rainwater doesn’t cause flooding or erosion, you may 
need to improve the drainage.

Patio shapes and styles
Patios have come a long way since the grim old days when the best you 

could hope for was eight concrete paving slabs and a couple of beach 

chairs. Today you can have a patio in just about any shape, style and size that 

you like. A patio is now required to be more than just a dry, level area – it is a 

garden room where you can relax, have a barbecue, spend time with family and 

friends, and enjoy a view of the garden for many months of the year.

PATIO SHAPES

Split levels and shape
Linked shapes allow you to create 
split-level areas. So, for example, 
you might have a circle linked to 
a rectangle, with the rectangle 
forming the main “room” of the 
patio, and the circle making a 
smaller “room” slightly raised to 
one side. This linked split-level 
two-room design, with one room 
approached by a small flight of 
steps, creates a private area, like an 
intimate den. (See page 38.) Complex forms are good when you 

need to create a number of small areas at 
different levels to suit a steeply sloping site.

 An informal, flowing shape can look 
perfect in a large wild garden, making a 
natural sitting area that is like a clearing.

 Strong shapes – such as circles and hexagons – are attractive 
and decorative. They make beautiful island patios in a large sea 
of lawn, trees, shrubs and flower borders.

 Geometrical combinations, for example circles joined to 
rectangles, or linked circles, are not only wonderfully dynamic in 
their own right, but can be used to create small patio “rooms.”  

Geometrical combinationsCircular (also hexagonal, octagonal)

 A modest rectangular patio set close to 
(and square with) the house. It is level with 
the lawn and a good option for a small garden.

 An L-shaped patio, made from two 
linked rectangles, level with the lawn. It is 
designed to fit around existing features.

Plan the shape of the patio to suit 
your needs.What is the patio going 
to be used for? Do you want it to 
relate to the shape of the garden?  
Do you want it to reflect the 
character of the house? Do you 
have strong preferences for certain 
materials? How much money do 
you want to spend? Your answers 
to these questions will, to a great 
extent, decide the shape and 
character of the patio that you build.

Top 
each steak piece with some of the parboiled vegetables and season with salt and pepper. One at a time, 
roll the steak around the vegetables and thread onto side-by-side cooking sticks, catching the ends of 
the steak to secure; repeat until all the bundles are skewered. Set aside 2 tablespoons of the balsamic 
mixture and brush the remainder over the bundles. Sprinkle with steak seasoning. Cook the sticks on 
an oiled grate over hot embers, until steak is cooked to your liking, turning to brown both sides.
